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Abstract: Among our scientists, Jovan Cviji¢ (Loznica, October 12, 1865 - Belgrade, Janu-
ary 16, 1927) stands out by the number, scope, types and content of scientific and profes-
sional papers, printed in several languages, in Serbia and abroad. According to a number of
indicators, in the scientific and journalistic sphere, until today his work has remained diffi-
cult to surpass. He is often and gladly quoted not only in the works of contemporary geog-
raphers, but also geologists, historians, ethnologists, urban planners, economists, demog-
raphers, sociologists and ecologists. Most of his work is published during his lifetime, but
due to its importance, lessons and messages, part of his scientific work, is published post-
humously even today. The most important are the Collected Works of Jovan Cvijié¢, which
were published in 14 books from 1987 to 1996 by the Serbian Academy of Sciences and
Arts, the Newspaper-Publishing Working Organization “Literary Gazette” (Knjizevne
novine) and the Institute for Textbooks and Teaching Aids, all from Belgrade. On this occa-
sion, we present the work of Jovan Cviji¢ published on the pages of the magazine of the
Serbian Geographical Society (Glasnik, Posebna izdanja, Atlas, Zemlja i ljudi, Globus). We
especially pay attention on the Bulletin (Glasnik), the oldest geographical periodical in
Serbia and on the Balkan Peninsula, which was founded by Jovan Cviji¢ and his associates,
and whose content he unreservedly devoted to the last days of his life. Cviji¢ presented
himself to readers through scientific papers, small prologues, reviews of foreign and do-
mestic geographical, ethnographic and geological literature, notes and obituaries.
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Cviji¢'s affluent written material in the country and abroad

The first paper, entitled A Contribution to Our Geographical Terminology, was published
by Jovan Cviji¢ in Prosvetni glasnik for December 1887 (pages 903-916) and January
1888 (pages 18-21), when he was a third-year student at the Great School in Belgrade. In
contrast, in 2019 was published Cviji¢'s speech on the grave of Petar Jankovi¢ (1875-
1909), an excellent student and collaborator in the studies of Southern Serbia, Macedonia
and parts of Greece, which was first published in 1909 in the “Literary Gazette” and the
second time in the book Speeches and Articles (Collected Works of Jovan Cviji¢, Book 3,
Volume I, 1987). Of special importance are Cviji¢'s works in the publications of the Serbi-
an Geographical Society, which operated for only eight years during his life, due to inter-
ruptions during the First World War.

Jovan Cviji¢ published notes, reviews, dedications, scientific papers and extensive
monographs in prestigious domestic and foreign journals, such as Prosvetni glasnik, Srp-
ski knjizevni glasnik, Nastavnik, Napredak, Nova Vojvodina, Novo doba, Glas Srpske
kraljevske akademije nauka, Spomenik srpske kraljevske akademije, Naselja srpskih
zemalja, Geoloski anali Balkanskog poluostrva, Vijesti geoloskog zavoda, Bulletin of the
Serbian Geographical Society (domestic journals), The geographical Review, Ottiiv Slov-
nik naucny, Bulletin de la Societe de Spéléologie, Zeitschrift d. Gesellschaft Erdkunde,
Bulletin de la Société de Géographie, Sitzungberichte d. kais. Akademie d. Wiss., Annales
de Géographie the Geographical Journal (foreign journals).

Flawless stylist of writing words

Vasa Cubrilovié, as a history student, together with geography students, participated in
the work of Cviji¢'s geographical seminar. Much later, as an academic, in the work The
Life and Work of Jovan Cvijié, he presented in detail the life and work of our scientist.
Among other things, he pointed out the following:

“Careful observant notices another, otherwise hidden, Cviji¢'s characteristic. He was
restrained and careful both in making scientific conclusions, as well as in his work as a
teacher and public worker. It was not the restraint of a hesitant and insecure man. It was,
above all, a reflection of highly developed self-criticism, the ability to weigh well before
undertaking something or writing something. Cviji¢'s restraint did not harm his self-
confidence and faith in himself. On the contrary, from the beginning of his scientific ca-
reer, he showed exceptional self-awareness, faith in himself and a sense of personal digni-
ty. Thanks to these qualities, he managed to take an independent scientific and poltical
position during his life and career” (Yy6pumosuh, 1987).

Jovan Cviji¢ knew that scientific truths are subject to criticism and that over time
they gain more or less importance, i.e. some ideas replace others. Researchers climb on
each other's shoulders and see better and further. He accepted criticism and respected the
positive attitudes of his contemporaries, but he did not engage in polemics and discus-
sions with them. He had European criteria for himself, which brought him respect, fame
and recognition in the country and abroad.

He wrote the works by hand first, then typed them, corrected them, sometimes twice,
improved and adjusted them, before sending them to the press. “When writing his scien-
tific papers, he paid a lot of attention to the way of expression, language and style. He was
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one of those scientists who write when they think they have something to tell: when they
tell they simply and clearly express their thoughts. He was born and raised in Jadar re-
gion, an area of the ijekavian-Shtokavian dialect. So, he brought a good language from
home and school. From there, he brought the knowledge of many good folk expressions
for various forms of the Earth's crust, primarily in the field of karst. Before him, we did
not have developed geographical terminology” (Uy6pmiosuh, 1987). Almost all the above-
mentioned features of Jovan Cvijié's written work, pointed out by Vasa Cubrilovié, are
found in the articles he published in the editions of the Serbian Geographical Society. His
works have been printed on at least one and at most 40 pages, and have often been richly
illustrated and documented.

Papers and monographs of longstanding value

In written analyses and reviews of Jovan Cviji¢'s work, we find that he left us 10,600 pag-
es in books. Three-volume monograph Fundamentals of Geography and Geology of
Macedonia and Old Serbia with observations in southern Bulgaria, Thrace (Thrake),
adjacent parts of Asia, Thessaly, Epirus and northern Albania, was printed as a special
edition of the Serbian Royal Academy of Sciences (1906-1911). The publication has 1,272
pages, 248 illustrations of various kinds, the Geological Atlas of Macedonia and Old Ser-
bia (eight sheets), and the Atlas of the Great Lakes of the Balkan Peninsula (10 maps).

Of special importance are books of scientific-monographic-textbook character: Geo-
morphology 1, printed in Belgrade in 1924 on 588 pages, illustrated with 420 sketches,
photographs and 87 maps in the text and 94 photographs and 12 maps, and Geomorphol-
ogy 2, printed in Belgrade in 1926 on 589 pages, illustrated with 436 sketches, photo-
graphs and maps in the text and 156 photographs and 5 maps. Wellsprings, quakes and
waterfalls in Eastern Serbia (1896, 122 pages, Glas Srpske kraljevske akademije nauka,
Belgrade), and Geographical research in the area of Kucaj (1893, 172 pages, Geological
Annals of the Balkan Peninsula, Belgrade) are also frequently cited books.

There are several books printed abroad which stand out. For example, Cviji¢'s doctor-
al dissertation Das Karstphdnomen. Verush einer morphologischen Monografie
(Geografische Abhandlungen, herausgegeben von Prof. Albrecht Penk, B. V, Heft 3, pp. 1-
114, Wien, 1893), Das Rila Gebirge und seine ehemalige Vergletscherung (Zeitschrift d.
Gesell. F. Erdkunde bd. XXXIII, pp. 201-253, Berlin, 1898), Lannexion de la Bosnie et la
question serbe (Hachette, Paris, 1909, 1-70), Question balkaniques (Attinger fréres, Paris
et Neuchatel, 1916. pp. 1-80), Hydrographie souterraine et evikution morphologique du
Karst (Recueil des Travaux de I'Institut de Géographie alpine, vol. VI, fasc. 4. pp. 56, Ge-
noble, 1918), and the one dedicated to the Balkan Peninsula, derived from a lecture given
in 1917 and in 1918 by Jovan Cviji¢, at the invitation of the famous professor Vidal de la
Blache (Paul Vidal de la Blache1845-1918), held at the Sorbonne University in Paris. It is
book La Péninsule balkanique, géographie humaine (Armand Colin, pp. VIII+532, Paris,
1918). The book is illustrated with 31 maps and sketches within the text and 9 maps out-
side the text (CraukoBuh, 2012).

Cviji¢'s works printed abroad, several prominent professors and scientists from Pra-
gue, Vienna, Paris, Grenoble, analysed and presented in journals of their institutions and
countries. Associates of Jovan Cviji¢ translated several reviews from German and French
into Serbian and published them in the Bulletin of the Serbian Geographical Society.

Journals of the Serbian Geographical Society

We consider especially important the work of Jovan Cviji¢ presented on the pages of
the Bulletin of the Serbian Geographical Society. Cvijié, together with his closest as-
sociates, founded Serbian Geographical Society in 1910 in Belgrade and was its presi-
dent until his death in 1927. At the Founding Assembly of the Serbian Geographical
Society, among other things, it was decided that it would start publishing Bulletin, an
annual journal for publishing scientific and professional papers in geography and
related scientific disciplines.

The first issue of the Bulletin of the Serbian Geographical Society (Bulletin de la
Société Serbe de Géographie) was printed in March 1912. The editors were geogra-
pher Jovan Cviji¢, anthropogeographer Mihajlo C. Dragi¢ (1887-1915) and climatolo-
gist Pavle Vujevi¢ (1881-1966), participants in the 1910 Founding Assembly of the
Serbian Geographical Society.

From 1912 to 1928, (volumes 1-5) the journal was printed as the Bulletin of the Serbi-
an Geographical Society. At the suggestion of Jovan Cviji¢ in 1928 the journal was re-
named to the Bulletin of the Geographical Society (volumes 5-27), and from 1948 until
today (volumes 27 to 100), has been named after the original name. With minor interrup-
tions (1915-1921 and 1941-1947), during both world wars, the Bulletin is published regu-
larly. As of 2022, a total of 102 volumes have been published, most of them in two and a
few in four issues a year, for a total of 190 books. The Bulletin was printed, at least on 62
pages, and at most on 379 pages.

The introductory article in the first issue of the Bulletin, entitled Geographical Society
and the Bulletin, was written by Jovan Cviji¢, who could publish works in the Bulletin for
only nine years during his lifetime (1912-1914 and 1921-1926). Later, due to the appropri-
ate needs, the Serbian Geographical Society founded other journals. In some of them,
passages or entire papers of Jovan Cviji¢ have been published. Those journals are Atlas,
Special Issues, Earth and People, and Globe.

Due to the exceptional importance of geography and related disciplines, as well as the
fact that the first issue of the Bulletin has been preserved in a small number of copies,
only in exceptional libraries of individuals and institutions, in 1997, to mark the 70t anni-
versary of the death of Jovan Cviji¢ and the 85t anniversary of the oldest geographical
periodical in Serbia and the Balkans, the Serbian Geographical Society has published a
reprint edition of the first issue of the Bulletin. About the issue, which has 152 pages and
among the authors six academics, the writer of these lines, then president of the Serbian
Geographical Society and initiator of the publication of the Bulletin, among other things,
in the Epilogue, entitled Look into the past, wrote the following:

“By determining the tasks of the Serbian Geographical Society and its Bulletin, Jovan
Cviji¢ publishes an editorial on the first pages of this issue entitled Geographical Society
and the Bulletin. It seems that the past decades have not diminished its value. Written
words are still as relevant today as they were when they were printed. Jovan Cviji¢'s vi-
sions are far-reaching. We must strive for them. On behalf of all members of the Serbian
Geographical Society, I would like to thank Jovan Cviji¢ and his associates for the words,
sentences and articles they left us. From them we, and those who come, must be fed with



lasting knowledge, in order to go further. These are the roots that last and will last. We
have to develop a tree from those roots, because we want it and we can do it”.

The Bulletin of the Serbian Geographical Society

The founding assembly of the Serbian Geographical Society, held on April 7, 1910 in Bel-
grade, on the great Christian holiday of the Annunciation, is very important for the devel-
opment and progress of geographical science and teaching. For Jovan Cviji¢, it was an
important and joyful event. The first president was Jovan Cviji¢, then full professor at the
University of Belgrade and its rector 1906-1907, director of the Geographical Institute,
well-known and recognized scientist, corresponding member of the Serbian Royal Acad-
emy of Sciences from February 5, 1896 and full member from February 4, 1899. He has
published numerous scientific papers and monographs.

The first of its kind on the Balkan Peninsula, the Serbian Geographical Society had
at the beginning numerous regular and extraordinary members, whose donations ena-
bled its successful activity, especially the publication of results from field research in
physical and social geography and related disciplines. “The funds for publishing the
Bulletin should be taken care of by the president, who received some help from the
Ministry of Education and found numerous donators. Both types of these annual reve-
nues will cover just over half of the magazine's annual expenses; the rest will be sup-
plemented by the fees of regular and extraordinary members and the money earned by
the sale of the Bulletin”, wrote Jovan Cviji¢ in 1912. The founding of the Serbian Geo-
graphical Society on the Annunciation in 1910 was an important and joyful event for
Cviji¢, because he strengthened the geographical centre at the University of Belgrade
and a large number of professional geographers appeared in Serbia and the surround-
ing South Slavic countries. Jovan Cviji¢ was not only the founder of our Geographical
Society, but also his spiritual father, a very agile president, a conscientious editor and
the most versatile associate of the Bulletin (ByjeBuh, 1957).

After two years of work, consolidation of membership, lectures and working meet-
ings, the Administration of the Serbian Geographical Society decided to publish two vol-
umes of the Gazette of 10 to 12 printed sheets each year, thanks to the financial support of
the Serbian Ministry of Education. It was concluded that the launched journal should be
“... a channel for publishing the results of studies concerning the Balkan Peninsula and
neighbouring countries, covering geographical topics and related sciences (Geology, Me-
teorology with Climatology, Phytogeography, Zoogeography, Ethnology and other social
sciences), if these are related to geography or insofar as they are of geographical interest.
In connection with the above, Bulletin will strive, Jovan Cviji¢ pointed out at the Found-
ing Assembly, to become a journal for publishing discussions of general scientific value,
whose views are derived on the basis of Balkan observations. The board will be especially
happy to accept those papers in which a scientific idea is condensed and with several main
observations, without superfluous evidence, furthermore those in which an overview of
the results from one or more detailed studies is presented, even if they were previously
published elsewhere” (LIBujuh, 1912). It is interesting that the first volume of Bulletin was
sold in Serbia for four dinars, and abroad for five dinars, and the second volume for six
dinars in the country and seven dinars abroad.



Jovan Cviji¢ followed the Bulletin to the finest details from its founding until 1926,
when, even if seriously ill, he took care of the magazine and its associates. Professor
Borivoje Z. Milojevié (Carina kod Pecke, 22 December 1885 - Belgrade, 22 October
1967), one of the participants in the Founding Assembly of the Serbian Geographical
Society in 1910, later a long-time editor of the Bulletin and president of the Serbian Ge-
ographical Society, noted that the Bulletin was particularly close to Jovan Cviji¢'s heart,
that his famous studies, published on the pages of the Bulletin, gave him special value,
that there was not a single volume, not a single and the shortest work, on which Cviji¢'s
has not pay attention.

Borivoje Z. Milojevié was a student, and then an associate of Jovan Cviji¢, a frequent
companion on research trips. He is one of the most prolific and versatile, a contributor to
social publications, the initiator of some of them, the editor of the Bulletin (1923-1925,
1926, 1927/28-1961/62), and president of the Serbian Geographic Society for several
terms. After studying geography, he worked at Cviji¢'s Geographical Institute in Belgrade
and at high schools in Valjevo and Loznica. After going through the Albanian Golgotha in
the First World War, in 1920, he defended his doctoral dissertation. He left us several
important works about Jovan Cviji¢ and the Serbian Geographical Society. After the death
of Jovan Cviji¢, he took over almost all his obligations in the Geographical Institute and
the Serbian Geographical Society, whose president he was in several terms. He received
the Jovan Cviji¢ Medal in 1960. A year later, he was elected a full member of the Serbian
Academy of Sciences (Bacosuh, 1994). For more information about Borivoje Z. Milojevié,
a famous regional geographer, see the magazine for cultural history of Jadar, Prizor,

Vasa Cubrilovi¢, historian, academic, (Bosanska Gradiska, 14 January 1897 - Bel-
grade, 11 June 1990), author of the Life and Public Work of Jovan Cuviji¢ (140 pages),
which is an introduction to the Collected Works of Jovan Cuiji¢ (14 books) published by
the Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts, the Newspaper-Publishing Working Organiza-
tion “Literary Gazette” and the Institute for Textbooks and Teaching Aids (Belgrade,
1987), wrote that Jovan Cviji¢ distinguished himself by choosing associates and topics for
the Bulletin. We consider especially important the fact that there were six academics
among the associates of the first volume of the Bulletin. They were well-known and recog-
nized scientists, climatologist Pavle Vujevi¢ (1881-1966), biologist Nedeljko Kosanin
(1874-1934), ethnologist Tihomir R. Pordevi¢ (1868-1944), archaeologist Dragutin Gorja-
novi¢ Kramberger (1856-1936), geologist Vladimir Petkovi¢ (1875-1935), hydrologist Ar-
tur Gavaci (1861-1944) and geographer Leopold Savicki (1884-1928). Such associates
would be attractive for editors and journals even today.

During the celebration of the fiftieth anniversary of the work of the Serbian Geo-
graphical Society, in 1960, and the publication of the appropriate Memorial, the following
sentences were expressed and printed. “We, the geographers of Slovenia, took over the
first initiatives for geographical scientific work and its organization from the small Serbi-
an Geographical Society and its Bulletin for many years," said Svetozar Ilesi¢ (1907-1985),
geographer, professor at the University of Ljubljana, academic, winner of the Jovan Cviji¢
Medal in 1966 (Meru4, 1961).



Ethnologist, university professor and academic from Belgrade, Petar Vlahovié (1927-
2017) also praised Bulletin. “Now, reading the Bulletin, which was started by the Geo-
graphical Society in 1912, at a time of severe political instability, and which remains the
most enduring monument to social activity, it is easy to see that it is a rich treasure of
scientific studies, debates and valuable works that make a major contribution to our and
general cultural heritage. According to those characteristics, as well as the fact that the
Bulletin managed to overcome all the crises it went through, the Bulletin of the Serbian
Geographical Society deserved to be rightfully included in the exceptional cultural and
scientific achievements of this country. It enters the inner circle of that small family of
journals, unique in the world in antiquity, continuity in duration, such as the Chronicle of
Matica Srpska, Antiquarian of the Archaeological Society, Geological Annals, and Contri-
butions to Literature, Language, History and Folklore” (BiaxoBuh, 1961).

Variety of published issues

Known as an extraordinary organizer of scientific work at the Geographical Institute, first
at the Great School, and then at the University, the Serbian Royal Academy and the Serbi-
an Geographical Society, Jovan Cviji¢ also showed extraordinary editorial skills. “As the
editor of the Bulletin of the Geographical Society, he distinguished himself by choosing
topics and gathering good contributors, bibliography, and reviews in that magazine”. Pri-
or to the publication, the authors were obliged to present the topics at the Geographical
Seminar, which was mandatory for all students and teachers of the Geographical Institute,
and which was chaired by Jovan Cviji¢ and almost always, after discussion, he gave the
final grade (PaguBojeBuh & PamoBanoBuh, 1961).

Due to lessons, messages, visions and significance, Cviji¢'s work Geographical Soci-
ety and the Bulletin, published on the first five pages of the first issue of the Bulletin of
the Serbian Geographical Society in 1912, was later reprinted several times. It is in the
Memorial on the Twenty-Fifth Anniversary of the Geographical Society 1910-1935 (Bel-
grade, 1935), Memorials on the fiftieth anniversary of the Serbian Geographical Society
1910-1960 (Belgrade, 1961), Bulletin of the Serbian Geographical Society Volume LXII,
Issue 1 (1982) and in the Collected works of Jovan Cviji¢, Vol. 5, Speeches and Articles
(Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts, “Literary Gazette”, Institute for Textbooks and
Teaching Aids, Belgrade, 1989).

Jovan Cviji¢ saw the specifics of the limestone terrains for the first time when, as a
student of the high school in Sabac, during the holidays, he stayed in the village of Koreni-
ta, by his uncle Pero Avramovié. In his Autobiography, published in 1923 in Novi Sad, he
noted, among other things: “Just before Avram's death (Jovan's maternal grandfather),
strange events happened that shook the village. These were underground rumbles that
could be heard under the houses and which may be related to sinkholes, rattlesnakes and
caves”. He wrote about the sinkhole in the old Loznica cemetery, which he mapped in de-
tail in 1893, on a plateau above the Ticar field on disturbed layers of black Triassic lime-
stone, above the spring of Gusevac, on the left side of the river Stira. In the larger sink-
hole, there are also three smaller.

Jovan Cviji¢'s works published in the Bulletin belong to several geographical disci-
plines and reflect his broad and deep knowledge of nature, people and society, not only in
Serbia but also in the Balkans. He also presented relevant domestic and foreign scientific
literature to interested readers of the Bulletin. Equally successful in research in the field
of physical and social geography, he left written words, sentences and books on karst
forms, phenomena and processes, especially on caves and water circulation in the under-
ground karst terrains, but also on glaciation and glacial relief in the highest mountains of
the Balkans peninsula, hitherto unknown to world science, as well as some forms of fluvial
(river) and abrasion (sea, lake) relief. In addition, several articles on social geography
(Geographical and cultural position of Serbia, Serbia's access to the Adriatic Sea, Distribu-
tion of the Balkan nations, Borders and the structure of our country) still attract the atten-
tion of researchers. Instructions for examining caves, Historical overview of karst re-
search, Karst and man, Conformal and inverse relief, polygenetic valleys, grafted mean-
ders, are unique in our country (Crankosuh, 1992).



Special issues of the Serbian Geographical Society

When the Bulletin editorial office began to receive works of a larger volume than one
printing sheet, the Administration of the Serbian Geographical Society decided to launch
a series of books entitled Special Issues (first Editions spéciales de la Société serbe de
géographie; today Special issue of the Serbian Geographical Society). Due to circumstanc-
es, the first book, out of 72 published to date, was published in the year of Cviji¢'s death in
1927. The author of the book, which has 60 pages, is a professor at Charles University in
Prague, Jiri Danes (1880-1928), dean of the Faculty of Natural Sciences, Cviji¢'s acquaint-
ance and occasional companion in field research in the Balkans (Bacosuh, 1994).

In the series Special Issues of the Serbian Geographical Society the following works
by Jovan Cviji¢ were published posthumously:

e Vladimir Kari¢ and his geographical and national work (book 5, page 45, 1929).
His co-authors were M. Jovanovi¢, Borivoje Z. Milojevié¢ and Sima M. Milojevié.

e Sumadija. Geographical character of Serbia during the First Uprising (book 32,
pp. 7-16, 1954).

e Underground hydrography and morphological evolution of karst (book 34, page
40, 1957). It is a translation of the work Hydrographie souterraine et evolution
morphologique du karst, which Jovan Cviji¢ published in the French journal
Recuel des Travaux de I Institut de Géographie alpine, volume VI, fascicule 4,
Université de Grenoble, 1918.

Vladimir Kari¢ (Svetli¢ near Kragujevac, 1884 - Belgrade, 1893) studied high school
in Kragujevac, Sabac and Belgrade. He graduated from the Faculty of Law in Belgrade
with great success in 1868. He worked in the District Court in Sabac and the District
Court in PoZarevac. After that, he was a professor of geography in Sabac, Pozarevac and
Belgrade. In Sabac and Belgrade, he taught geography to high school student Jovan
Cviji¢ and noticed his gift for natural sciences. He influenced Jovan Cviji¢'s decision to
study geography and helped him get a state scholarship and go to Vienna for doctoral
studies. For some time, Vladimir Kari¢ worked in the diplomatic service of Serbia, but
geography was a big preoccupation for him. He has written several textbooks for stu-
dents of different ages and school backgrounds, in Serbia and abroad. He stood out with
the publication of the book Serbia - a description of the country, people and state,
which was printed on 938 pages in Belgrade in 1887 and reprinted in 1997 (“Kultura”,
Belgrade, “Pravoslavna re¢”, Novi Sad).

Jovan Cviji¢'s most extensive work, Underground Hydrography and Morphological
Evolution of Karst, published in Special Issues of the Serbian Geographical Society, is
characterized by rich content and scientific views that still attract the attention of scien-
tists today. Karst, as Cviji¢'s basic scientific preoccupation, which brought him world
fame, is presented here from the hydrological and morphological aspect. The main topics
he presented concern the hypothesis of underground streams and recesses, beautiful val-
leys and sinking of watercourses, relocation of springs as well as caves with watercourses,
karst fields and relocation of hydrographic zones (dry, transitional, zone with constant
water flow), complex and in exceptional cases, general features of karst erosion, karst sur-
faces, differences in karst development, Dinaric karst forms and the origin of karst fields.
The work is illustrated with 277 panoramic drawings and block diagrams.
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Atlas of the Serbian Geographical Society

In 1929, the Serbian Geographical Society launched a series called Atlas. This publica-
tion consists of texts, sketches and black-and-white photographs of certain landscape
units and geographically interesting objects from Serbia and the Balkan Peninsula, as
an illustrative addition to existing books and visual depiction of space, which was dis-
tant and unknown to many. This was preceded by two photo exhibitions organized by
the Serbian Geographical Society in 1911 in the hall of the Second Belgrade Gymnasium.
The first had 15 exhibitors with 450 photographs, and the second 23 exhibitors with 550
photographs. The photographs of Jovan Cviji¢ were ranked among the best, but he par-
ticipated in the exhibitions out of competition. Cviji¢'s associates, geographers, but also
the well-known doctor from Sombor Radivoje Simonovi¢ (1858-1950), who are on re-
search trips through the steep expanses of the Balkans, as well as J. Rohlen from Pra-
gue, photographed or mapped phenomena, processes and objects in nature and settle-
ments, and published them in the Atlas.

From 1929 to 1934, 11 Atlases were printed. The first among them is the work of
Jovan Cviji¢, and it is called Dinaric Karst, there are IV+16 pages with 32 photographs.
It is an area that Jovan Cviji¢ researched and photographed for a long time and in de-
tail, not only for the needs of the doctoral dissertation Das Karstphdnomen. Versuch
euner morphologischen Monographie (Phenomenon of karst, one morphological mon-
ograph) which is defended in Vienna (1892-1893), but also for later works published in
our country and abroad.

Journals Earth and People, and Globe

At the initiative of Cviji¢'s student, later associate, university professor and academician
Borivoj Z. Milojevi¢, in 1951, the Serbian Geographical Society began to publish a popu-
lar scientific collection with the symbolic name Earth and People. The founder of the
magazine and its first editor, Borivoje Z. Milojevié printed the following on the first
page of the first book:

“In an effort to revive the teaching of geography in high schools and to popularize ge-
ographical science, the Teaching Department of the Serbian Geographical Society is start-
ing this issue with the publication Earth and People. This collection will bring popular
science articles about our country and other parts of the world, as well as articles on gen-
eral geographical issues. The aim of the collection is to provide students of all upper
grades of high schools with reading that will expand and deepen their geographical
knowledge. The collection includes all the material that is determined by the curriculum
for learning in higher grades. The collection will also serve as useful literature for geogra-
phy teachers in high schools. The teaching department of the Serbian Geographical Socie-
ty will try to gather the best teachers for cooperation and the popularization of geograph-
ical science” (Milojevié, 1951).

From 1951 to 2020, the journal Earth and People was printed in 70 volumes, some of
which reached a circulation of 13,000 copies, which is an enviable task even for profes-
sional publishers. The journal Earth and People was successfully edited for 47 years by the
high school professor of geography Stevan Vujadinovi¢ (1909-1996), who had several aca-
demics and university professors from Serbia and abroad as associates.
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The following works of Jovan Cviji¢ have been published on the pages of the popular-
scientific journal Earth and People:

e Karst and Man (vol. 1, pp. 5-15, 1951). It is an excerpt from his paper which was
first printed in the 11t volume of the Bulletin of the Serbian Geographical Society
in 1925.

e Lake Ohrid (vol. 1, pp. 94-95, 1951). It is an excerpt from the scientific mono-
graph Fundamentals of Geography and Geology of Macedonia and Old Serbia
with observations in southern Bulgaria, Thrace (Thrake), adjacent parts of
Asia, Thessaly, Epirus and northern Albania, was printed as a special edition of
the Serbian Royal Academy of Sciences (1906-1911), section Desaret Lake Group
and subtitle Lake Ohrid.

e Dalmatia (vol. 2, 1952). The text is taken from the book Balkan Peninsula, from
the section Geographical Influences and the subtitle Geographical Features of
Dalmatia and Norway.

e Moravian region or Sumadija (vol. 15, pp. 5-10, 1965). It is a part of the text Con-
tinental Block, from the book Balkan Peninsula, which was first printed in 1918
(in French in Paris), and then translated into Serbian, and published several
times in Zagreb and Belgrade, most recently in the National Library of Serbia
2013.

e  Petar Jankovi¢ (vol. 69, year 2019). This is a speech at the funeral of Petar
Jankovi¢ (1874-1909), which was first published in 1909 in the Literary Gazette,
and the second time in the Collected Works of Jovana Cuijié, book 3, volume I,
1987, published by the Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts, Newspaper-
publishing work organization “Literary Gazette” and the Institute for Textbooks
and Teaching Aids, Belgrade (CrankoBuh, 2020).

The Journal of Methodological and Didactic Issues of Geography, Globus, was pub-
lished by the Serbian Geographical Society in 1969. The journal was occasionally very
extensive (300 to 400 pages). By 2020, 45 Globus volumes have been published, the latest
of which, in addition to the basic text of articles in Serbian, have excerpts, key words and
summaries in English, as well as colour illustrations. In issue 45 for 2020, among others,
an article by Jovan Cviji¢ was published in the magazine Earth and People, which refers to
Cviji¢'s works and works about Cviji¢ published during the 70 years of the magazine's ex-
istence. The following works by Cviji¢ have been published on the pages of the Globus:

e  Glaciers in Serbia (vol. 26, pp. 31-40, 2001). This paper is a translation of the ar-
ticle Les glaciéres naturelles de Serbie, published by Jovan Cviji¢ in 1896 in the
French speleological journal Bulletin de la Société de Spéléogie, Paris.

e Ice Age and Glacial Shapes of the Balkan Peninsula (vol. 31, pp. 173-202).

The first bibliography of Jovan Cviji¢ was made by Professor Borivoje Z. Milojevi¢ in
1927. It was published in the first volume of the Special Issues of the Serbian Geograph-
ical Society, on pages 45-56, as a supplement to the book by Professor Charles Universi-
ty of Prague, Jiri Danes (1880-1928), dedicated to Jovan Cviji¢. This bibliography was
supplemented in 1985 by Professor Dragutin Petrovi¢ (1924-2017) and Professor Mi-
lorad Vasovi¢ (1926-2005) and published in the first book of Collected Works of Jovan
Cvijié, p. 195-202, published by the Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts, Newspaper-
Publishing Working Organization “Literary Gazette” and the Institute for Textbooks
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and Teaching Aids, all from Belgrade. In 1997, in the LXXVII volume, number 2, of the
Bulletin of the Serbian Geographical Society, on pages 3-20, Professor Dragutin Pe-
trovié¢ published the Bibliography of the Works of Jovan Cviji¢, on the occasion of the
seven decades since his death. The works are classified into the following groups: abra-
sion relief (13), fluvial relief (16), karst relief and subsea hydrography (55), glacial relief
(28), morphological and morphogenetic works (14), geology and tectonics (24), cartog-
raphy (14), anthropogeography (36), national and political-ethnographic writings (45),
speeches and articles (54), collected works (13). In 2006, in the Bulletin of the Serbian
Geographical Society, volume LXXXVI, number 2, in the paper Scientific Opus of Jovan
Cviji¢ Dedicated to Eastern Serbia, Stevan M. Stankovi¢ and Sanja Pavlovi¢, on pages 3-
12, among other things, is a list of Cviji¢'s works which, directly or indirectly, refer to
eastern Serbia (a total of 106 bibliographic determinants). List of works (182 in total) by
Jovan Cviji¢, by years of publication since 1887 until 1969, was presented in the book
Jovan Cuijié - life, work, time published by the Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts
and the Jovan Cviji¢ Geographical Institute, published in Belgrade in 2015, on the occa-
sion of the 150th anniversary of our scientist's birth. Even though there is interest in
what Jovan Cviji¢ left to the scientific and professional public, there is a lack of a de-
tailed, systematic, comprehensive bibliography of the great scientist.
